Follow Up Activity No 1 

This activity will be explained in detail during the Evening work session on Monday night.  

The  Ecosystem of Downhill Forest 

Your task is to use the information generated from the visit to this site to produce a report about the forest ecosystem found at this site.  

Section A 

1. What are the main relationships between animals,  plants, climate, soils and people in this ecosystem? 

You should attempt to describe each of the components of the ecosystem in as much detail as possible and then explain the links between them. 

2. Describe ways that could possibly harm the balance in this particular ecosystem.  What things might cause damage or pollute this ecosystem?

Section B 

You need to consider the hypothesis ‘There tends to be more ground cover under deciduous trees than the coniferous trees in the forest’ 

With reference to data that you have recovered on the field trip – present this information, analyse it and identify whether the hypothesis is true or false.  

Section C 

Evaluate this piece of coursework.  Was it useful?  Were you able to collect all of the information you needed to complete the report?  If you were to complete this coursework again – how would you do it differently?  

Follow Up Activity No 2 

For the second Follow Up Activity you need to concentrate on the Land Use Surbey that you completed in Portrush. 

Your task is to write an evaluative report that identifies, analyses and explains the land use and location of amenities in Portrush.  

Title:  An Analysis of the Land Use in Portrush 

Introduction 

Write an introduction to the coursework.  – include location and spatial information 

Data Collection 

Explain how you collected the data for the analysis 

Data Presentation 

Present a final map copy of your results 

Produce figures that count the numbers of each type of land use including 

· Bar chart to illustrate the break down in broad land use categories – eg shops, residential, Offices, Industrial and derelict 

· Bar chart to illustrate the break down of the different types of shop 

· Map to show the distribution of the main shops and/or tourist amenities

Data Analysis 

Comment on patterns that you can see in your maps and graphs in the data presentation section 

Data Interpretation 

What does it all mean?  Can you explain the numbers and types of shop in Portrush?  Think – who is Portrush trying to cater for.  Does it achieve this?  Do you notice any patterns of location in Portrush?  Why are they here?  

Conclusion 

What have you found out about the land use in Portrush?  Does this surprise you? 

Evaluation 

What have you learned?  How could improve this coursework if you were to repeat it?
