Part 1:  
The Legend of the Causeway 

In this section you need to identify the fictional legend that is told about the reason for the formation of the Giant’s Causeway.  

Use a MS Word document or write a handwritten report  to produce a piece of descriptive writing that tells the story of the legend.  You should attempt to use pictures to illustrate your story.  
You can if you wish use another computer programme to present your story but you need to remember that you are being assessed on your ability to tell the story of the legend of the Causeway.  

Part 2: 
Rocks, Volcanoes and Explosions 

In this section you will be thinking about the ‘Real’ reasons that lie behind the formation of the Giant’s Causeway.  The amazing thing is that scientists still are not entirely sure about why the Causeway has been left like this.   They have put together a best guest theory about what they think has happened here.  

Your report should answer all of the following questions (3 sections) in as much detail as possible.   

Rocks at the Causeway 

· What are the different types of rock that are found around the Giant’s Causeway? 

· What are they like?  

· What types of weathering and erosion have you seen?  

Description of the Causeway

· Present an explanation about what the Giant’s Causeway looks like and why it looks like this 

· Describe how the Giants Causeway was caused 

· What are the main features of the Causeway? 

· What do the rocks look like?  

· Why are the rocks shaped in this pattern? 

· Is there any evidence of how humans have damaged the stoned in the past or the present? 

· What is the average size of stones?  

Images of the Causeway 
· Use the Internet to find pictures of the causeway or from your phone, or scan in any pictures that you have drawn yourself of the Causeway.  

· Try to present at least one picture from the following perspectives 

· The Causeway from above 

· The Pipe Organ 

· The Stack 

· Close up to the hexagonal stones 
· You must make sure that all diagrams and pictures are annotated with your own label
Part 3:  
Tourism at the Causeway 
In this section you will be thinking about the facilities that have been opened for tourists to use the Giant’s Causeway.  This site is meant to be a world class tourism destination.  What do you think?    

This section of your report should be in as much detail as possible.

· Transport to the Causeway 

· Path quality 

· Safety 

· Litter facilities 

· Information about the site 

· Access for young and old 

· Is it interesting for people?
Improving the Facilities 
· If you were in charge of the causeway, what would you do to attract more visitors?  

Selling the Giants Causeway 

· How would you encourage more people to come to the Causeway?  

· What would you tell them about the Causeway?  Why do you think people should visit the Causeway?    

· How would you get more people to visit this area?   
Part 4:   
Protecting a fragile environment 

Finally in this section write a report that outlines the concerns that you feel the National Trust need to be aware of as they attempt to protect this fragile environment.   

Sea Pollution 

· How do people pollute the sea in this area?  

· What could be done to protect this environment?  How could the pollution be stopped or reduced?    

Environmental Pollution 

· How doe people pollute and damage this environment? 

· What could be done to protect this environment?  How could damage and pollution be stopped or reduced?   

Remember that this is your main piece of coursework for Year 10 in Geography.  We expect you to spend a good amount of time working at this over the next few weeks in school and at home.
