What are Primary Activities?

Economic activities are the ways that people earn money (jobs!).  Generally, the jobs that people do can be divided into 3 categories. 

Primary Activities 

These are activities where people are involved in collecting and using natural resources or raw materials that are found in the earth.  For example people who work in the primary sector are farmers, fishermen, forestry workers and miners. 

Secondary Activities 

These are activities where people are involved in manufacturing (or making) things in factories using the raw materials collected by primary workers.  For example people who work in the secondary sector are carpenters, bakers, builders and computer engineers. 
Tertiary Activities 

These are activities where people are involved in providing a service to other people.  For example people who work in the tertiary sector are shopworkers, teachers, nurses, doctors, ambulance drivers and bus drivers.
