He has gone to the BBC weather centre on the Internet and has found the following pictures.  Answer the questions with each picture. 

1. Temperature 
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This picture shows temperature – the darker the colour the colder it is going to be.
Write out the sentence that you think is the right answer 
· The temperature on Monday will be warmer at the seaside (coast) 

· The temperature on Monday will be warmer inland 

· The temperature will be the same all over NI on Monday
2. Rain 
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The blue area (on the left of the map) is a band of rain that is moving across Northern Ireland.  
a. About what time do you think it will reach Ballymena? 

b. Will it be dry or raining at Ballintoy at 2pm? 
3. Wind 
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When the arrow is thicker – it means that the wind is strong.  

In you books write a few sentences to describe where you think the wind is strongest in NI on Monday? 
4. General Outlook 
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a. What is the temperature in Belfast? 

b. What is the temperature in Cork? 

c. What is the temperature in Galway? 

d. Will there be any rain in Coleraine? 

e. Will there be any rain in Dublin? 

f. Will there be any rain in Limerick? 

g. What is the strongest wind speed? 

h. What is the wind direction? 

i. Name 2 places that might be sunny on Monday.
