	AIM

· To allow students to use their ICT skills to produce and present a PowerPoint presentation about Quarries
· To look at the positive and negative factors involved in the building and use of a quarry

	Lesson Activities:

1. Connect the Learning 
This links with recent work in Geography in Primary Activities and allows students to take the ideas of the positive and negative effects of quarries and mines further.  Students will already have seen information from Aberfan and will have seen a presentation about the Black Mountain Quarry.  

Students have spent some time using various pieces of presentation software and will need to use this to practice and put together a workable presentation.  

This is an activity that seeks to develop the IT and communication skills of all students involved.  

2. Big Picture

3. Outcomes 

By the end of this lesson students will:

· Practice the editing and refining process that goes into a PowerPoint presentation 

· Work collaboratively with other students 

· Produce a final PowerPoint that explains the main issues of their argument

· Take part in the presentation of this piece 

· Take part in a peer marking exercise 

4. Input 

· Explain the task in detail using the guidance sheet 
· Explain the timetable 
· Explain the way that this presentation will be assessed 
5. Activity 

· Students will then have a period of time to complete their presentation and be ready to present their final pieces on a final date 
6. Demonstrate 

· Students will have to demonstrate their skills and knowledge to the rest of the class 

· Students should try to use the interactive board when possible (times will be available at lunchtime to help you to practice this)   (Not at present!) 
· Students will have to peer assess each other and give reasons why they award certain marks and grades.  They need to write one piece of positive feedback for each presentation and one area for improvement.  

7. Review 

· Students will be involved in a plenary session when they can talk about what they have learned and achieved from this task. 
· Students will be encouraged to write comments and feedback as part of a web blog on the thinkgeography website.
