10 – 15 marks 
	you provide evidence that detailed research has been undertaken, using a broad range of sources, when investigating the two chosen tourist destinations; all your research is relevant and the findings are effectively and fully analysed.

Analysis of your research material.  
You need to present your results effectively and in an organised manner, including visual illustrative material. Materials from brochures and websites, where used, need to be integrated and analysed. 
This section is done together with AO2.   You need to make sure that you use as many sources as possible to be able to get a good mark in this section.

Your presentation needs to be logically presented and in a good order 

2. 
You need to have included material and information from a wide variety of sources.   This needs to be more than just web sites.   You need to include as much as possible from: 

· Books 

· Brochures 

· Travel newspapers and journals 

3.
Any information that you use from a web page, book etc must be fully referenced in your bibliography.  

4.
Any information that you use must be analysed.  In other words – how good is the information you have?  Is it reliable?  Is it biased?  Is the aim of the material as marketing material (to sell the holiday) or is it more unbiased research?   Did you find it easier to get information on one resort than another?   Did you think you could trust the information?

Finally, finish off this section with a final few paragraphs that analyse your research.   Have you found enough information?  Was it easy to get this information?  Are you sorry or happy that you chose this destination?  Has it made you want to go and visit this destination?  For you, what are the main things that you have found to like and dislike about the destination that you have been studying?  

What the Chief Examiner in June 2006 said 

“AO3 requires candidates to show evidence of resources and sources of information used. In some cases there was no bibliography evidenced and no analysis of resources, eg. what would or would not be useful for mark band 3. A lot of candidates had only used websites as their primary source of research. Part of the analysis marks for mark band 3 can be assessed in terms of the content of the work itself. This had been well addressed by some Centres. 

Sometimes sources were well referenced in the text.”
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
