Deciding your Travel Destinations
We are now at the point where you need to think carefully about the 2 travel destinations that are going to be working at for the rest of the year.  You need to think carefully and deeply about the 2 contrasting places that you want to study.  You need to make sure that there is sufficient contrast between the 2 places.  However, the most important factor is in making sure that you actually can get hold of all of the information that you need for the 4 sections of your coursework.   It can be easy to find maps and locational information about the places – though,  it can be a lot more difficult to find evidence of recent trends and figure for the popularity of the resort for A04.  
I want you to see what information you can find for each of the A0 units to help you to decide if your chosen location is feasible.  Try and  assess if you can get information on these  sections.  If you find it difficult now, you will find it impossible later in the year!   Make sure that you now make a trip to the library and your local travel agent to get as much information as you can get your hands on.    In a week – you need to be in a position to tell me exactly what 2 places you intend to research in depth.

A locational description with maps of different scales of your two chosen destinations   [15 marks] 

· AO2
A detailed study of your two contrasting travel destinations identifying their key features, along with an explanation of why they appeal to different types of tourists   [13 marks]

· AO3
Your research and analysis, with information from a range of sources, into the key features of your two chosen travel destinations  [12 marks] 

· AO4
A reasoned explanation of recent trends in the popularity of your two chosen travel destinations, as judged by visitor numbers, with your reasoned predictions about their likely appeal in the foreseeable future.   [10 marks]
