Major tourist destinations have developed because they have good transport networks and are able to cater for the needs of large numbers of tourists.  A destination that is a relatively short flight of less than five hours from the UK is known as a short-haul destination.  The major short-haul destinations are found within Europe, the most popular being Spain and France.  Long Haul describes flights of more than five hours, which tend to be beyond Europe, the most popular destinations being the USA and Canada.
